Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 10:10 am by President, Marge Williams. All attendees introduced themselves. President Williams 
took a moment to formally thank homeowner, Joan Dalrymple for her constant care of the plants and beautification of the Mogollon 
entrance and homeowner, Candyce Schmid for her personal efforts going door to door educating our residents on the Firewise 
program. 

Approval of Minutes 

Board Treasurer, David Reisdorf moved to approve the August 1, 2009 minutes as written. Board Secretary, Garry Dalrymple 
seconded, all were in favor and the August 1, 2009 minutes were approved. 

Association Management Report 

MM, LLC representative, Pamela Hecker presented the management report which included delinquencies and other business 
conducted on behalf of the Board of Directors. 

Financial Update 

Ms. Hecker continued to offer a brief overview of the current financial position and announced that the everything looked good with 
over $148,000 in operating savings. President Marge Williams, announced that the 2010 budget was approved and annual 
assessments would not be increasing. 

Insurance 

President, Marge Williams, reviewed increase in insurance coverage to include well houses and equipment in the amount of 
approximately $1100 annually. Coverage amounts to approximately $60,000 per well for the structure and equipment. Board 
Treasurer, David Reisdorf moved to accept policy. Board Secretary, Garry Dalrymple seconded the motion. All were in favor and 
motion carried. 

Well #7 

President Williams asked for a motion to approve the installation of an IQ controller on well 7 in lieu of replacing the 20hp pump at the 
cost of approximately $5,500. This device allows increasing the amount of water pumped in the case of fire or for road maintenance. 
Board Secretary, Garry Dalrymple moved to purchase and install the IQ controller. Vice-President, Pat Palmer, seconded the motion. 
All were in favor and motion carried. 

Septic Inspections 

President, Marge Williams, announced that pursuant to the Mogollon Ranch CC&Rs, all improved properties are required to receive 
an annual inspection on their septic systems. The current language in the documents is contradictory. Board member, Richard Eng, 
suggested that a committee be formed to analyze the current language and make a recommendation to the Board for action on this 
item. Board members, Richard Eng and David Reisdorf along with property owners, Jesse Schmid, Larry Cox and Jack Pollard 
volunteered to serve on this committee. Mr. Eng suggested that the committee be ready with a recommendation by the next meeting. 

Road Plowing and Garbage Area 

President Williams announced that Mogollon Ranch would be using Schoefield again this year for snow removal and they would be 
called to plow the roads on any snowfall measuring 4 inches or more. Ms. Williams continued that the additional dumpster installed 
during the summer months to handle the increase in trash worked very well and the Board would continue with this additional 
dumpster from Memorial through Labor Day next summer. 

Well Update 

Board President, Marge Williams announced that past-President and property owner, Jesse Schmid, would continue to work with well 
operator, Shaun Stouder and be liaison between Mr. Stouder and the Board and provide quarterly updates. Mr. Schmid took the floor 
and stated that there were no major issues with any of the wells at this time. Mr. Schmid, added that Shaun is conducting basic 
maintenance on the equipment, has painted and repaired 6 of the well houses and the remaining 11 should be completed within the 
year. President Williams continued stating that Shaun requested a storage shed and the Board is looking into that request and how to 
calculate electricity separately for this shed. Installing a separate meter was suggested. Board treasurer, David Reisdorf moved to 



calculate electricity separately for this shed. Installing a separate meter was suggested. Board treasurer, David Reisdorf moved to 
purchase a 1Ox12 storage shed and place on well 16 with construction costs and electricity hookup not to exceed $6000 and to be 
charged to well maintenance expenses. Vice-President, Pat Palmer, seconded the motion. All were in favor and motion carried. 

10) Firewise 

Vice-President, Pat Palmer, offered a brief presentation on her desire to form a committee to study the issues involved in creating a 
Firewise community within Mogollon Ranch. Pat asked for volunteers devoted to this issue. Pat Palmer, Marge Williams, Jesse 
Schmid, Jack Pollard and Carl Deiner volunteered to serve on this committee. 

11) Open Forum 

President, Marge Williams informed the group of an encounter between two large unleashed dogs and a property owner and 
reminded everyone that Mogollon documents state that dogs should be leashed and/or restrained at all times. 

Board member, Richard Eng, asked about HOA support in prosecuting trespassers on individual properties. Community manager, 
Pamela Hecker, responded that this is not an area for HOA involvement and individual property owners should contact law 
enforcement when trespassing occurs.
